Instructions:

KC-CDC, a Missouri corporation and recognized under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, seeks to merge with an agency/organization that serves the chronic disease health care needs of disparate adult populations living in the urban core of Kansas City.  This is accomplished through evidence/practice-based activities with an emphasis on physical activity, proper nutrition, and chronic disease management.  More information about KC-CDC can be found at www.kc-cdc.org.

All electronic and hard-copy databases, participant records, and other miscellaneous documents pertinent to the current operation of KC-CDC shall be transferred no later than January 2, 2009 to the Respondent awarded through this RFA as chosen by the KC-CDC Steering Committee.  “Hard-copy” shall be understood to mean original versions of documents, if deemed possible by the Missouri Coalition for Primary Health Care (MCPHC), as well as photocopies of original documents.
All financial assets directly attributable to KC-CDC will transfer on January 2, 2009 to the Respondent awarded through this RFA as chosen by the KC-CDC Steering Committee.  If there are programs and funding streams that KC-CDC is responsible for through MCPHC, those activities may be subcontracted through MCPHC in order to complete the intended deliverables.
The equipment and furnishings located in the KC-CDC office can be viewed by calling KC-CDC at 816-920-6840 to make an appointment.  These items are subject to change through December 31, 2008.  These items are currently the property of MCPHC and will be available for sale, at fair market value (FMV), on the date of transfer of KC-CDC operations to the Respondent to the RFA as chosen by the KC-CDC Steering Committee.  FMV shall be determined by MCPHC on either the date of the sale or within 7 business days before or after the date of sale.  Should Respondent choose to purchase some or all of these items, Respondent shall pay MCPHC the FMV for the desired items on the date of the sale.  In the event the FMV of these items cannot be determined before or on the date of the sale, a deposit equal to Eighty Percent (80%) of the estimated FMV shall be paid by Respondent to MCPHC on the date of the sale; the balance between this deposit and the actual FMV shall be considered due and payable to MCPHC within twenty (20) days following the date of the sale.
Applicants applying for this RFA are required to submit a proposal that includes information formatted as follows:
· typed in 12-point Arial font 

· single spaced 

· one-inch left/right margins

· complete information under each header listed in bold type 
· not to exceed 10 pages (not including attachments)

Only those proposals that meet the mandatory formatting criteria will be given consideration.  This Request for Agreement – Merger Proposal (RFA) shall be submitted electronically or by hard copy no later than the close of business on October 22, 2008 with the start date of the merger to begin January 1, 2009.
