Draft Objectives (1-2001)

Adapted from Statements developed by the Ivanhoe Neighborhood Council Board of Directors for its committees, March 2000.

By December 2002, there will be a 20 percent decrease in reported crime in the Ivanhoe area.

By December 2002, there will be a 40 percent increase in the number of block captains who regularly communicate with persons from the law enforcement network to reduce area crime.

By December 2002, 20 percent of area residents will be able to express positive statements about police response time to calls made to 911, indicating that response time is sufficient and tolerable in the Ivanhoe area.

By December 2003, 20 percent of area residents will be able to express positive satisfaction that crime issues are under control in the Ivanhoe area.
